WHEREAS, the Shelby County Commission, by Resolution 2024-01-22-04, committed to provide

construction funding for the Project in an amount not to exceed $500,000.00; and,

WHEREAS, the City passed a resolution at its’ February 17, 2026 meeting authorizing award of the
project to the lowest responsive bidder.

WHEREAS, consistent with Ala. Code § 39-5-1, the Shelby County Commission hereby certifies that bid
awarded and contract to be entered into pursuant to this Resolution was let in compliance with Title 39 of
the Code of Alabama and all other applicable provisions of the law.
